Finely worked with coloured silks in tent stitch depicting the narrative of Rebecca giving Abraham's servant
a drink from her pitcher beside the well, heavily laden camels waiting patiently by, set in a hilly landscape
busy with wildlife and lush growth, a grand house in the distance, within a later ebonized and parcel-gilt
frame.
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
